Students

At the start of the 2008-09 year, the LBW Trust was supporting 41 students -18 enrolled in five institutions in South Africa and 23 at the Jagannatha Institute for Technology and Management in Orissa, India.  
The Board noted with pleasure during the year that 14 of the 23 students in Orissa completed their courses – Anne Peter, Debasmita Acharya, Peta Ganesh, Raj Narayan Mehar, Pradeep Kumar Nimala, Purna Chandra Panda, Nutan Kumar Nimala, Baishnab Kara, Gitanjali Mishra, Badal Sahu, Unnata Kumar Paricha, Manoj Kumar Sahukar, Nityananda Kumar, Pakesh Kumar Mallick.

Due to the Global Financial Crisis the Trust embarked on a policy of consolidation and, as a consequence, further expansion was temporarily placed on hold until the economy improved. 

At the time of writing, however, negotiations are well advanced with Professor Irfan Awan, Vice-Chancellor of Namal College, Mianwali in Pakistan, with the view to financially assisting a number students in 2009-10. Namal College was founded by former Pakistan Cricket Captain, Imran Khan, and has full support from the University of Bradford in the UK.

Similarly, negotiations are proceeding with Mr Raza Shah Khan, Executive Director, Sustainable Peace & Development Organisation (SPADO) which is affiliated with Peshawar University. Approval in principle has been granted for the provision of financial assistance to two female students from the war-ravaged area of Malakand. 

Further details of these initiatives will appear in the 2009-10 Annual Report. 
Through the efforts of Sydney Barrister and Board Director, Mr Peter Strain, and Hone House at Cranbrook School, two additional students were “adopted” in April and supported through funds raised independently of the LBW Trust by Mr Strain’s Chambers and the School. The lucky recipients were Tendai Mashonganyika and Prosper Tsvanhu who are studying Law at the University of Western Cape and Arts at the University of KwaZulu-Natal, respectively.

The LBW Trust continued to be indebted to Shore School Housemasters, Messrs Richard Stobo (Colebrook) and Stuart Ryan (Burrell) for having again organised a Read-a-thon within each of their houses; also, to Cranbrook School’s David Thomas (Hone House). Their support is greatly appreciated.

Congratulations were extended in April to Calvin Mandivavarira who graduated from the University of KwaZulu-Natal. Other student highlights during the year included:

· Ronald Chibvongodze – awarded a bursary by Education for Africa.

· Mathias Chirombo – awarded the Residence Merit Scholarship by Rhodes University.

· Victor Cahitezvi – invited to join the world’s premier collegiate honour society, Golden Key International Honour Society, in recognition of his academic excellence in being placed in the top 15% of his university, University of Western Cape. He will be inducted in August, 2009.

Fundraising 
As is customary, two major fund raising events were staged during the 

year:  
Golf Day – This event was conducted on 30 September, 2008, at the New South Wales Golf Club course at La Perouse. 
Over lunch, former Australian batsman, Ian Davis, in an interview with by MC, Mike Coward, entertained the 90 supporters and guests. The event resulted in a 20.0% increase in terms of funds raised as compared with the previous year.

Dunlop Slazenger generously donated the prizes for the event.

Annual Dinner – Former Australian cricket captain and Channel Nine commentator, Bill Lawry, and fellow commentator, former Hampshire Cricket captain, Mark Nicholas, were the special guests at the 3rd Annual Dinner, themed “Pitched in Line”, held in the Arthur Morris Room located in the new Victor Trumper Stand at the Sydney Cricket Ground on 22 January, 2009. 
Totally belying his dour image, Bill Lawry literally stole the show. He was at his best and entertained the 240 strong audience with humorous anecdotes of his playing days told in his unique, self-deprecating style. 

Thanks are expressed to Board member, Mike Coward, who filled the role of Master of Ceremonies most capably. 
The Directors are indebted to Patron, Mr Maurice Newman AC, for his very generous donation; also, to Patron, Mr Rodney Cavalier AO, Chairman of the Sydney Cricket & Sports Ground Trust, and to the various sponsors and guests for their continued support of the LBW Trust. The overall financial result was in line with the previous year.
On 4 August, 2008, the Cricketers’ Club of New South Wales staged a unique function at City Tattersall’s Club in the City, the Bradman 99.94 Luncheon. Besides 99.94 being Sir Donald’s Test batting average at the end of his illustrious career, the date was significant in that it marked his 99.94th birthday. To add to the sense of occasion, the admission price, or batting fee, was $99.94 per head. Rodney Cavalier, AO, a Patron of the LBW Trust, was Master of Ceremonies and interviewed former Australian players, Arthur Morris, MBE and Ian Craig, OAM. The LBW Trust was the beneficiary, the final figure being just $2,200.00 short of the magical $9,994.00, a coincidence which not even Rodney Cavalier and Ron Holmes were able to orchestrate. The Directors are grateful to Ron Holmes and the Cricketers’ Club of New South Wales for their contribution and willingness to assist the Trust in its financial endeavours. 
During the period under review, the LBW Trust entered into a three-year partnership with The Amateur Ashes Foundation which has staged a three-match limited overs cricket Series for the past two years between Australia and England played by Eastern Suburbs Amateur cricketers. The second match of the Series was played on Australia Day, with the Trust being one of two nominated charities to benefit from this year’s event. Leading cricketing figures and staunch LBW Trust supporters such as Jim Maxwell, Peter Roebuck, Michael Bevan, Phillip Hughes attended the match. At the time of going to press, the proceeds had still to be finalised. The Amateur Ashes Foundation is thanked for its support which is seen as the beginning of a potentially significant relationship.
Finance Report
A Statement of Income and Expenditure is presented for the year ended 30 June, 2009, and shows the LBW Trust to be in a sound financial position.
It was a tough climate for charitable fundraising in 2008-09 as a direct result of the global financial crisis. For that reason, the LBW Trust embarked on a policy of consolidation and, although temporarily curbing its plans for expansion into India and Pakistan in the short term, the impact on its income streams was not as great as it might have been. 

The combined profit resulting from the major fundraising events, Golf Day and “Pitched in Line” Dinner, was almost comparable with the previous year. 
With the main priority of the Trust centred on the education of impoverished and disadvantaged students, some $115,000.00 was expended in this area during the year, almost 72.0% of its total expenditure. The key elements now are to increase awareness of the LBW Trust and to be granted DGR status, both of which will enable the Trust to increase its support and sponsorship bases.
